Paper Submissions: Submit your manuscript electronically in Postscript or
PDF using the Springer LNCS LaTeX style. Research papers should be 10-15
pages in length, experience papers 5-10 pages. Until March 14 only an abstract
with at least 70 and at most 150 words (plain ascii) but not the full paper
has to be submitted. These submitted abstracts are for early information of
the programme committee only. Authors will not get feedback on the abstract
submission. Full details, including more specific guidelines on the preparation of
papers, can be found on the conference website. Papers will undergo a thorough
process of review by a programme committee comprising leading experts from
industry and academia. Proceedings will be published by Springer Verlag in the
LNCS series.

Workshop and Tutorial Submissions: Proposals for advanced tutorials and
workshops are requested. Indicate your intention to submit by the deadline for
abstracts. Submit a 3-4 page summary of your proposal by the deadline for paper
submissions.
