developing a marking scheme, planning tutorial content; creating assignments, tests, and final 
assessments 

o Providing appropriate contact time outside of class to students, through office hours, email, the 
course website and/or the course bulletin board.  

o Preparing the breakdown of hours for TA duties in the course and supervising the TAs.  
o Ensuring that tutorials and/or labs are delivered appropriately by the TAs.  
o Managing the grading for the course, which is largely done by the TAs; completing any grading 

not handled by the TAs; includes the timely completion and release of grades and feedback to 
students throughout the term;  

o Managing the submission of final course grades (due September 8, 2026) 
o Invigilating the final exam if applicable.  
o While there is a lot of room for creativity in course delivery, instructors will be expected to follow 

the basic content and style used by the faculty members who normally teach the course, and 
must get approval from these faculty members or the Associate Chair, Undergraduate on any 
substantial changes to the course content or assessment methods. Instructors will also be 
expected to consult with the department's Teaching Support group when creating the course 
syllabus, final exam, and test(s).
